Where we are now…..   

Towards the end of last year, a meeting was 
advertised at Swavesey Memorial Hall with a 
view to setting up a youth club. Since that time 
a number of us have been meeting regularly 
and have formed Swavesey Action for Youth 
(SAY).   
 
There has been enthusiastic support from the 
Parish Council, County and District Councils, 
Police, Churches and Supporting 
Organizations for this initiative. 
 
We have secured a small start up grant from 
the Parish Council and have received offers of 
short term activities and facilities for young 
people in our community. 

· To move forward we need a number of 
volunteers willing to give 2-4 hours of 
their time each month to form a working 
committee. 

 
· Ideally the committee will be made up 

of people of all ages including 11-16 
year olds. The meetings are normally 
held on Tuesday evenings. 

 
· There will be more opportunities to get  

involved as the project develops.
